Thank you for participating in the "kick off" meeting to up­
date the regional Solid Waste Management Plan. I was pleased
to see so many of you present.

The structure proposed to complete our task is similar to the
model used for regional transportation planning. Formation
of two committees is proposed: a policy committee composed
of elected and appointed officials and a technical task force
composed of engineers, public works representatives, land Use
planners, haulers and citizens. As proposed, the policy
committee would make recommendations on regional solid waste
issues to the Metro Council. The draft work program calls
for these groups to be formed by mid-July.

I am asking all jurisdictions within the tri-county area to
adopt a resolution supporting the process to update the
regional Solid Waste Management Plan and to provide repre­
sentatives to participate in development of the Plan. A
sample resolution is attached for your. consideration. My
staff will be contacting you to o~fer their assistance.
