A "Request for Bids" was advertised to procure a heavy-duty truck chassis to
replace the one totaled when it left the road earlier this year.

Ten bids were received and the bids were publicly opened as scheduled at 2:00
pm Tuesday, April 11, 1989. The vendors and their bids are as follows:

Declivery time quoted on the Jow bid ranges from 90 to 120 days. As you know,
the City is currently renting a truck at an approximatc cost of $1,000 per
month.

RECOMMENDATION:

Because of the critical need to have a vehicle on line as quickly as possible,
and because the apparent low bids will require 90 to 120 days for declivery, I
reccommend that all bids received be rejected and  consideration be given to
the purchase of a used vchicle that can be delivercd within 30 days, or less.
