RE: BOECKMAN ROAD WATERLINE CROSSING PROJECT

As you know, the Wilsonville Water Revenue Bond Project includes the construction of a
transmission line, south, from the existing reservoir site to the intersection of Parkway
Avenue and Boeckman Road, (see exhibit No. 1). Most of the transmission line,
approximately 7,400 lineal feet, running north and south and following the approximate
future alignment of Canyon Creek North, is sized at 24 inches. The segment of waterline
running east and west for approximately 2,200 lineal feet on Boeckman Road is to be sized
at 18 inches. A subcontractor for Mentor Graphics, Clackamas Construction Company, is
currently installing underground utilities on the Mentor site and will soon be engaged in the
reconstruction of Boeckman Road. It is important that the city's new transmission line be
cued to the south side of Boeckman Road prior to the scheduled placement of the new
concrete pavement section for the intersection of Boeckman and Parkway. (The public
works permit for Parkway intersection and Boeckman Road improvement has already been
issued.) By cueing the eighteen inch waterline to the south side of Boeckman Road,
conflicts between future construction activities on the city's waterline and Mentor Graphic's
road improvements will be minimized.

The Oregon Attorney General's Model Public Contract Rules, (effective October 1, 1984)
require that when the amount of a contract is more than $1,000, but less that $15,000, the
public contracting agency shall obtain a minimum of three competitive quotes. However,
public contracting agencies may, at their discretion, let public contracts for trade related
projects, i.e., construction, maintenance or repair without competitive bidding if the agency
has determined that the awarding of the contract without formal competitive bidding will
result in cost savings. The city staff's recommendation on the Waterline Crossing Project
is to award the contract to Clackamas Construction Company without formal competitive
bidding bascd on the following findings of fact:

The contract is for a single project. The other components of the transmission
line scheduled for construction will be performed after publicly advertising for
bids. The City is not deliberately componentizing the waterline project into
$15,000 segments.

Since Clackamas Construction is already on the Mentor Graphics site with
heavy equipment, the waterline crossing project realizes cost savings by
avoiding the expensive movement of heavy equipment to and from the site.

Since Clackamas Construction will be performing the reconstruction of
Boeckman Road on behalf of Mentor Graphics, any failures during the one-year
warranty of the waterline crossing will not be disputed by Clackamas
Construction, due to the alleged work activities of another contractor.

Clackamas Construction successfully performed a live tap on the city's 14 inch
Parkway Avenue waterline in August, 1989, to provide water service for
Mentor Graphic's on-site utilities. They demonstrated the ability to provide
equipment, tools, manpower and expertise necessary to install large scale water
appurtenances in accordance with public works standards.
