A RESOLUTION ENDORSING THE MARCH 27, 1990, TAX LEVY
FOR CLACKAMAS COMMUNITY COLLEGE

WHEREAS, on March 27, 1990, the Clackamas Community College will submit a
request to voters for an operating tax levy at the rate of $1.42 per $1000 of assessed value;
and

WHEREAS, the tax rate for operating the college has been been $1.32 since 1988;
and

WHEREAS, the increase will enable Clackamas Community College to continue to
operate and maintain the college for the next three years; and

WHEREAS, Clackamas Community College has held annual budget growth to less
than 2% despite substantial enrollment increases and managed 30% more students with less
than 5% additional staff; and

WHEREAS, the college educates more then 26,000 county residents annually,
including a third of the district's high school graduates who went on to college as well as
more than 600 Wilsonville residents; and

WHEREAS, the college offers in-job training, job upgrading, job placement, aid to
small businesses, remedial education, freshman and sophomore college courses; and

community interest classes.
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NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that the City Council of the
City of Wilsonville endorses the Clackamas Community College rate-based tax levy
supported by the Friends of Clackamas Community College.

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Why does Clackamas Commumty College need a new tax levy?
CCC’s current operating levy expires June 30. CCC has no tax base and is not
protected by the “safety net.” CCC must pass anew levy to continue operaung

Where does CCC’s funding come from?

‘More than half of CCC’s funding (52%) comes frbm this operalmg levy Other revenue |

sources include state reimbursement for enrollment (28%), student tuition and fees
(17%), and other sources such as grants (3%).

. What will the money be used for?

This levy will fund operating and maintenance of the college only It will not fund new
$9.5 mllhon bond levy passed last March,) -

N When does the levy become effective?
. 'This is a three-year levy effective July 1, 1990, through June 30, 1993,

. What is the amount of the levy"
. This is a rate-base levy of $1.42 per $1,000 assessed property value. This means the

tax rate is fixed and cannot exceed $1.42 for the next three years, The college estimates
that this rate will produce $9.8 million in 1990-91, $10.1 million in 1991-92, and
$10.4 million in 1992-93.

. How does this compare with the current levy?
. Itis a 7.6% increase over the current operating rate of $1.32/$1,000 assessed.

. What is the reason for the increase?
. CCC's enrollment has increased 30% in five years, while revenue to the college has

stayed relatively flat. CCC cannot keep pace with the costs of rising enrollment on the
old rate. CCC’s Board of Education determined the amount of the new rate based on a
commitment to 1) maintain the level and quality of college services, and 2) set the
minimum rate required to see the college through the next three years,

. How much will it cost me?
. It depends on the assessed value of your home. The table below shows the annual cost

for three typical Clackamas County homes:
Assessed Value Annual Cost Difference
$60,000 home $85ayear  +$6ayear
$80,000 home - $11dayear  +$8ayear
$100,000 home $142ayear +$10ayear

community colleges, ate average. Of your total property tax dollar,
only a nickel goes to the community college.
