WHEREAS, several brands of non-alcoholic beer commonly referred to as "near-
beer" are available in various retail outlets in the State of Oregon; and

WHEREAS, non-alcoholic beer commonly referred to as "near-beer" has many of
the ingredients of beer which contains alcohol, including malted barley, corn yeast and
hops; and

WHEREAS, non-alcoholic beer commonly referred to as "near-beer" looks, tastes
and smells like beer which contains alcohol; and

WHEREAS, minor children who consume said non-alcoholic beer acquire a taste
for the product and may develop a habit for such taste; and

WHEREAS, law enforcement officers are unable to discern the odor of beer
containing alcohol from beer which is purported to be non-alcoholic beer.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Wilsonville resolves as follows: That the City
Council of the City of Wilsonville does hereby support legislation which would make it
unlawful to sell non-alcoholic beer of any brand to minor children and adults under the age

of 21 years.
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ADOPTED by the City Council of the City of Wilsonville at a regular meeting
thereof this 4th day of March, 1991, and filed with the Wilsonville City Recorder this same

date.

It has come to my attention that a bill banning the sales of non-alcoholic brew to minors is
being developed, As a parent and in my job, | have some reservalions about the sale of non-

alcoholic brew to minors. First of all, why introduce another substance that has the potential
of becoming a gateway drug.

Second, research has shown that greater drug availability (including look-alikes) in schools
increases the use of drugs beyond other risk characteristics of individuals. Community
attitudes favorable toward drug use increase the risk of drug abuse. Community attitudes
favorable toward teenage drug use increase the risk of drug abuse *

Finally, a bill banning the sale of non-alcoholic brew to our minor children within the State
would remove such a risk factor.
