FOLLOWS:

1. The Transit Director is hereby authorized to execute on behalf of the City of
Wilsonville Modification No. 3 of the revised Contract No. 92-0505], entitled "Tri-County
Metropolitan Transportation District / City of Wilsonville Joint Operating Agreement”, a
copy of the Modification is marked Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated by
reference herein.
