A RESOLUTION OF THE WILSONVILLE CITY COUNCIL TO
ALLOW BONDED DEBT PROPERTY TAXES TO BE TRANSFERRED TO
THE STATE POOL FOR BONDED DEBT PAYMENTS.

WHEREAS, the Wilsonville City Council, many years ago, under ORS 288.570,

did appoint Clackamas County Treasurer as TrusteelPaying Agent for bonds and coupons;

and

WHEREAS, the Clackamas County Treasurer is no longer going to provide these

services for the city of Wilsonville; and

WHEREAS, the Clackamas County Treasurer wishes to relinquish this paying

agent role for the City of Wilsonville and transfer the funds to the State Pool for holding

and payment.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE RESOLVES AS

FOLLOWS:

The Wilsonville City Council hereby approves the transferring of property taxes for

bonded debt from the County to the State Pool account.
