Recycle+ is an on-call service with a monthly base fee and a pickup fee per

collection at the curb; for an additional fee, customers may arrange pickup at an

agreed upon location other than the curb.

Set the special bin at the curb by 6 a.m.
on collection day. All bagged materials
must fit inside the bin, with the lid on.

Customers with a lawful disability can
request non-curbside pickup at no extra
charge; contact Republic Services for
more information.

The Recycle+ service includes special
collections a few times each year of
specific items for recycling or donation,
such as silverware, kitchen utensils,
cutting boards and more.
